Students may lose their status if their
grade point result does not meet the
following criteria.

When the student finishes two regular
semesters* with a GPA lower than 1.50.
When the student finishes four regular
semesters* with a GPA lower than 1.75.
When the student finishes more than four
regular semesters* and receives a GPA lower
than 1.75 for two consecutive semesters.
Having a GPAX lower than 2.00 obtained
from regular enrollment, credit transfer, or
equivalent credit transfer (except for grade
W), including grades S, U, V, CE, CP, CS, CT
and CX.

In this case, the total accumulated credit
already exceeds 240 for a 4-year program,
300 for a 5-year program, and 360 for a 6-
year program respectively.

How Much GPAX Should I Get
to Keep My Student Status?
